Early weavings from Fibers II…..Basic tabby weave “image”,  Ikat scarf, and large tote bag woven with linen, wool, and strips of leather.

This is a first attempt at wool doubleweave yardage. It is almost 2 yards long by about 34” wide.
The tapestry, titled “The Road” to Shambala” is woven from Alpaca, Angora, and wool. It is embellished with large purple crystals along the dowel, and small clear and white crystals near the bottom.
